1. Common Challenges in Europe (1)

- In the course of demographic developments, the 
proportion of migrants in the EU Member States will 
rise, especially in urban regions. 

- Families “with a migration background“ form a 
heterogeneous section of the population. 

- Nevertheless, on average, they are exposed to social 
risk or affected by poverty and social inequality more 
often than other sections of the population.
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1. Common Challenges in Europe (2)

- For children and young persons with a migration 
background, the conditions for starting their future 
career and social life are worse (indicators e.g.: school 
drop-out rates, school-leaving qualifications at 
secondary schools, youth unemployment rates).

- The demands on young persons in the European 
Internal Market and  society are constantly growing, 
both in private life and at work. 



2. EU Initiatives 

At a progressive rate, EU initiatives are addressing the issue 
of the living conditions of families or children and adolescents
with a migration background, as well as the (in)equality of 
opportunities they face, e.g. in the following areas: 
- integration of third country nationals
- social inclusion
