See Me Not the Dementia

Statistics from the countries we looked at show that between 1% and 1.5% of the overall population suffers with dementia.

The age group with the highest number of dementia sufferers is also the same in each of the countries - which is the 80-84 year old category. Our research also revealed that significantly more women than men suffer with dementia. 

The table below lists some of the key statistics for each country concerning dementia. There is a stark pattern emerging with similar percentages of men compared with women suffering with dementia and the largest age group affected is also the same:
